Allred’s biggest priorities
include making health care
more affordable and improving
infrastructure in north Texas.
One specific project he men-

Since taking office, he has au-
thored three bills and sponsored
42 bills and 17 resolutions.

He noted that he is excited
that the Texas House increased
teacher salaries. In his personal
life, he and his wife welcomed
their first child in February.

“I love serving the communi-
ty I grew up in,” Allred, a Dallas
native, said. “It’s great. I'm re-
ally excited to be able to serve.”
